~ £ducational Institution is not permitted to modify,
enhance or alter the SAP Software or to create
add-ons or extensions.

(2) Academic publications, notably results of
performance tests and other benchmarking
procedures, requires SAP’s written consent. SAP
recognizes Educational Institution’s duty in
principle to publish information on the nature,
subject, and results of research conducted at
Educational Institution.
